Addressing the Allied Forces on the eve of D-Day.

Historical fact about the Allied Forces
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On June 6th, 1944, the Allied Infantry and Armored Units battled their way ashore into Normandy face-to-face against the fierce resistence of the German defenders that manned the Atlantic Wall, Germany's first line of defense on the western border of "Fortress Europe."

Breaching the Atlantic Wall on D-Day and gaining a foothold in occupied Europe was an all or nothing gamble. If the Allies succeeded, then they would be established in western Europe and the liberation of the occupied territories could begin. If they failed, it would have been nothing short of a catastrophe, prolonging the bitter fighting, or changing the outcome of the war entirely.

The largest amphibious invasion in the history of warfare began in the early morning hours of June 6th, 1944. The outcome of that operation, codenamed "Overlord," would change the face of the world forever.

Young men from many nations began this great undertaking as a single determined force. They came from the sky, they came from the sea, they fought in the air, they battled on the water.

What many of them faced when they finally arrived can only be described as total chaos and terror. The beaches of Normandy had been long prepared for an Allied invasion by the German defenders, and the young men serving the Allied forces had no choice but to wade into the terrifying defenses headlong and fight to the end.

Their bravery, valor, and sacrifice made an Allied victory on that day possible, and set into motion the liberation of Europe, laying the most significant building blocks that would build the end of WWII.

This was a generation of brave young men that did no less than save the world. We honor their memory trough our version of Operation Chicago. The unit represented on the field of play is 101st Airborne -"Screaming Eagles"

Historical fact about the 101st Airborne -"Screaming Eagles"
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The 101st Airborne Infantry Division can trace it,s history back to November 1918 when it was originally organized. However with the end of WWI it was demobilized in December 1918. After its short history as a unit in 1918 the 101st Infantry Division was reactivated in June 1921 as an Organized Reserve unit. The reserve division was mostly made up of Milwaukee and Wisconsin reservists.

The 101st Infantry Division (reserve) was disbanded in August 1941 and concurrently reconstituted in the US Army as the 101st Airborne Division. The new airborne division was activated at Camp Claiborne , Louisiana under the command of Major General William C. Lee. The 101st Airborne Division was originally made up of two glider regiments (GIRs), the 327th and the 401st, with one parachute infantry regiment (PIR), the 502nd PIR. In early months of WWII the three regiments were augmented with the addition of the 501st and 506th Parachute Infantry Regiments.

The 101st Airborne Division "Screaming Eagles"was transferred overseas in August 1943 to Wiltshire and Berkshire England . The division continued to train for the upcoming invasion of Nazi occupied Europe .

The 101st Airborne Division first saw combat during the Normandy invasion,June 6th , 1944. The division was part of VII Corps assault area ( Utah Beach ). The 101st AB mission was to seize positions west of Utah Beach and guard the southern flank, eliminate the German's secondary beach defenses and capture critical causeway bridges.

101st Airborne objectives:

“Operation Chicago” was the airborne insertion of the U.S. 101st Airborne Division into Vierville in Normandy on the early morning of June 6, 1944. It was part of the Allied invasion of northern France, Operation Overlord. Secure the four causeway exits behind Utah Beach, Disrupt German communications and to cease their artillery wings.

In the words of CPT Richard Winters "We're paratroopers...we're supposed to be surrounded."

Your unit, along with elements of other Elite Airborne units, are "dropped" deep behind enemy lines.

Line of doings:

1. Drop (infiltrate).

2. Gathering with other team members and proceeding to the base.

3. Planning the attack.

4. Assault of the Causeway #2.

5. Attack of the main artillery wing – Brecourt Manor Assault.

6. Holding the positions around the wing and reorganizing for defence.

7. Clearing the the area so the main Armored Unit of the Allied Force can go trough.

8. Bonus Mision.

Introduction for German Forces

Ten Commandments of the German Soldier

Historical fact about the  German Army
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The German Army of WWII was one of the toughest, best trained, and undoubtedly finest armies the world has ever seen.

As a fighting force, they were virtually without equal, using inventive and ingenious tactics and commanded by some of the finest field commanders that ever took to the battlefield.

Their arms and equipment were the finest in the world. The German war machine was the most technologically advanced juggernaut in the history of warfare to that date.

Their soldiers were dedicated, professional, tenacious, devoted, and above all - tough, loyal, daring, and brave.

The average German soldier fought for the love of his country, and came to serve when his nation called, just as the brave young men that served the Allied cause did.

Some were veterans of long campaigns on the Eastern Front, battle hardened, but battle-weary, sent to the Western Front to recover their strength, others were soldiers serving in "Ost" Battalions, conglomerates of conscripts from many occupied nations, third were green and untested, placed in Normandy to await the gathering storm that was the impending Allied invasion. Regardless of their background, the German Infantry fought bravely and tenciously to repel the Allied assault. They were pounded relentlessly by air, by naval gunfire, and by every weapon in the Allied arsenal that could be brought to bear on them.

The result was a titanic battle that is forever etched in the minds of the entire world.

The Ground Defense Forces have eight units that secure the shorelines, villages and airfield of German occupied France.

We are looking trough the eyes of The Wehrmacht's 726th Infantry Regiment.

Historical fact about The Wehrmacht's 726th Infantry Regiment
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The Wehrmacht's 726th Infantry Regiment was attached to the 716th Infantry Division when it arrived in Normandy in 1941. It spent the next three years preparing coastal defenses between the towns of Brevands and Caen to repel any Allied invasion attempt. By 1944, the unit primarily consisted of older soldiers and untrained recruits because many of their experienced and qualified men were transferred to the Russian Front.

Fortunately for the 726th, Rommel took command of the German forces in Normandy and began reorganizing and reinforcing the units along the Atlantic Wall. The changes included moving many of the 716th's regiments to a concentrated area around Caen while the bulk of the 726th remained in their positions around Colleville sur Mer.

For the battalions that remained, they became attached to the capable 352nd Infantry Division that was bound for the East. This move tripled the strength of the sector and soon the 726th adopted the same training and efficiency ratings as the 352nd.

The increased training and preparations drastically improved the 726th's fighting ability. And by June 6th, 1944, its mettle would be tested. For a unit that was originally estimated to last an hour against an Allied invasion force, the 726th's battalions outshined many of their comrades as they found themselves defending some of the last resisting widerstandsnesten (strong points) on Omaha beach, engaging the Rangers at Point du Hoc, and launching fierce counter-attacks along the coast.

Wehrmacht's 726th Infantry Regiment Objectives:

This unit is literally the center of the action. The guardians of the German Headquarters, the 726th stands astride the great crossroads of the playing field, where all roads and routes meet.

Line of doings:

1. Infiltrate with trucks.

2. Reorganizing under the fire of  guerrilla forces.

3. Preparation of the artillery wing Brecourt Manor.

4. Defending of the Causeway #2.

5. Defending of the artillery wing Brecourt Manor.

6. Reorganizing of the main line for the shell supply.

7. Elimination of the Allied Forces guarding the Armored Unit.

8. Bonus mission.
